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November 6, 2009 general meeting summary (by Alison ) 
 
Greetings : Welcome to new members, Jamie and Max.  Name tags are available for members.  
Kits are still available for the Bead Challenge. 
 
Treasurer ’s report: starting balance $28,350.51 in the general account, deposits $15471.53, 
expenses $8698.97, ending balance $35,123.07.  NVBS has 3 CDs.  Interest to date – $655.38 
 
Hospitality :   January and February are open.  Reimbursement is up to $40.  Amy responded to 
the request for a Holiday party location -- Thank you, Amy!  Beth will do food, paper, and 
displays.  Expected turnout will be around 40 people. 
 
Bead Show : Attendance was down 400 people.  Five vendors still have not paid.  Outgoing Chair 
Raye Anne will send a letter to the delinquent vendors, reminding them that if they have not paid 
by a set date, they will not be permitted to participate in future shows.  There were questions 
about clearing about the room downstairs, as a band has an inflexible reservation.  Most vendors 
know about the close timing and cooperated well about packing up.  Such information is in the 
packet, but vendors need to be told about it as well.  There will be an organizational meeting in 
January, but no date has been set yet. 
 
Programs : Bead Retreat, February 14 (9 am - midnight) – 15 (1 pm - 10 pm) including an Artist 
Spotlight, where members will share projects, including such information as 
descriptions, materials, techniques, etc.  The public is welcome.  Lunch will be pot luck, and the 
kitchen is reserved.  Dinner will be on one’s own.  There will be demos, projects, techniques – 
any ideas are welcome.   
 
Sally Stevens of Sunroom Studio will do a presentation on January 
8 at the general meeting.  Information about kits and costs is not yet 
available.  Members will receive email about the Saturday 1/10 and 
Sunday 1/11 workshops.  Sally will have kits available for purchase, 
but kits are not required.

Outreach : Mary arranged for 35 necklaces to be donated to Suited for Change, and 25 - 35 
necklaces and 25 pairs of earrings went to Dress for Success.  Supplies for the earring making in 
March will be provided and any donations are appreciated.  Denise is still working with Rachael’s 
House in DC, any Wednesday in December.  Please contact Denise if you’re willing to help her.  
A trip to the Workhouse was suggested for Rachael’s House participants.  There will be our 
annual Girl Scout program / workshops in March. 
 
Website : NVBS is trying to go as paperless as possible, which is mentioned on the website 
(nvabeads.org), hoping to provide information on the website and through email.  Please let Susi 
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know of any errors or additions and please share any photos. 
 
Membership : Linda has emails and expiration dates.  The next newsletter will be emailed, 
although some paper copies will be sent through regular mail.  Quite a few members have not 
renewed for this year and may be dropped from the rolls. 
 
Newsletter : Pam plans to have the next newsletter out by Thanksgiving, but is TDY and dealing 
with a crashed computer. 
 
Announcements : NVBS is now on the Bead & Button website listing for Bead Societies and 
Guilds. 
 
Del Ray Artisans has an upcoming show and several members are involved – Lisa as a judge, 
Paulette as a teacher, Susi as a participant. 
 
Lisa shared information about a holiday fundraiser at the Workhouse / Lorton Art Foundation.  
Over 100 pieces were donated, and 12 will be chosen to a calendar and note cards.  All the 
pieces will be displayed at a cocktail party and concert.  The fundraiser will help toward a 
scholarship fund and rent assistance for the artists. 
 
Program : Paulette introduced Rachel Nelson Smith as our speaker.  Rachel shared many 
beautiful photographs of her work and evolution as an artist. 

 
January 8, 2009 General Meeting Summary (by Alison)   
 
There are pictures on the website (nvabeads.org) from the 
Bead Challenge.  The Challenge items were displayed at the 
holiday party.  Lovely work, ladies! 
 
The Tin of Beads is in need of goodies. 
 
Treasurer ’s report: starting balance – $35,123.07; total deposits – $16,405.77; total expenses – 
$27,488.69; ending balance $24,040.15.  Interest accumulated on accounts (not CDs) $196.97.  
One delinquent vendor has paid their overdue show proceeds, but there are still several 
delinquent vendors who have not paid their portion of the proceeds from the October show.  
Overdue notices have gone out to those vendors.  NVBS has two CDs that will mature in March, 
and another CD that will mature later in 2009. 
 
Hospitality : Suellen provided a delicious spread – Thank You!  Denise is scheduled for 
February’s refreshments. 
 
Bead Show : As yet, there is still no Chair/Coordinator for the 2009 show.  While having a 
Chair/Coordinator is preferable, the show can be run by a committee, and volunteers are 
needed.  NVBS does not want to give up having a show, and any ideas would be much 
appreciated. 
 
Programs : The Bead Retreat will be held February 14 (9 am to midnight) and 15 (1 pm to 10 pm) 
at the Reston Community Center.  There will be an Artist Showcase, and it is requested that each 
member display at least one piece, sharing information such as technique, materials used, etc.  A 
rough schedule includes demos, beading, pot luck meals, including a 2-5 pm slot when the 
gallery will be open to the public.  Membership is not required to participate, although non-
members are requested to contribute $5 for supplies.  Capacity of the gallery is 75, and 
consideration is being given to advertising such as a card which can be sent to local bead shops, 
including Del Ray Artisans. 
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Roz Williams will offer 3-hour workshops in March, with the projects progressing from easier to 
more difficult.  
 
Outreach : Denise is still doing beading with the women’s shelter in DC, every other week.  Dress 
for Success and Suited for Change are ongoing.  The March meeting will include time for making 
jewelry, especially earring.  Please bring tools.  Packets will be available for non-meeting 
projects.  Donations are appreciated, and tax receipts will be available.  Just Jewelry from Girl 
Scouts will be on Saturday, March 28, from about 11 am - 4 pm at Wesley Methodist Church.  
Sessions on history, tools + usage, materials, business/hobby, make it/take it and other options 
depending on the presenters are being planned.  Light refreshments will be provided, and cell 
phone usage will be strongly discouraged.  NVBS and the Girl Scouts have a mutually beneficial 
relationship, and as always, volunteers are needed and much appreciated. 
 
The website is updated as news and events develop. 
 
Membership : We currently have 117 members, which is down from last year’s 147.  Many 
members haven’t renewed, but the application is available to download from the website.  A 
reminder will be sent to those who have not renewed their membership.   For members who are 
not receiving NVBS emails, it was suggested that perhaps spam filters and junk folders should be 
checked. 
 
Newsletter : January 15 is the deadline for the February newsletter.  Opinions of workshops, 
desires, feedback, communications and any other input are greatly appreciated. 
 
Announcements : There is a new Bead Shop in Occoquan – Off the Beading Path.  Also, there 
are many classes in various areas and 
disciplines offered at the Workhouse at 
Lorton, including an upcoming 
“business of art workshop,” lecture and 
demonstration by glass artist Milon 
Townsend 
 
The Bead Auction will be May 7.  
Again, volunteers for auctioneer, set 
up, bagging, receipts, payments, etc. 
are always needed and greatly 
appreciated.
